The Directors, Principals, and Heads of Schools, Colleges, Universities, and
Coaching Institutes are humbly requested to encourage their students to
participate in the Value-Based National Youth Day (NYD) Competitions, 2026-27.
The objective of these competitions is to foster personality development and impart
value education among students.

1. Competition Overview: The National Youth Day Competitions will be conducted
in two phases:

. 1¢t Phase (Intra-School/College): To be organized by respective institutions
individually between June and November 2026, on dates of their convenience.
Ashrama representatives will visit and provide guidance during these events.

. 2nd and Final Phase (Inter-School/College): To be held (among 1st, 2nd, 3rd
and consolation winners of different institutions) at the Ashrama premises in
December 2026, as per the Programme Schedule, 2026-27. Participants must report 5
minutes before the competition time.

2. Registration: Registration can be done online through the official website:
www.rkmsmuzaffarpur.org , Fee: 325 per event per student. Students may
participate in multiple events according to their class/group. Institutions are
requested to fill in the Event Schedule and submit it online to the Ashrama by 21 July
2026. Institutions must submit candidate- details online. Institutions may upload
candidate’s photographs, if they like. Uploaded candidate’s photos may later be
displayed by us on the Ashrama website: www.rkmsmuzaffarpur.org

3. Participation and Awards:

. 1st Phase — Intra-School/College Competitions: Eligibility: Students from Class
IT to Postgraduate (P.G.) level. Awards: All participants will receive Participation
Certificates. Participants selected for the next phase will include only the top
performers: 1st, 2nd, 3rd, and deserving candidates for Consolation recognition.

. 2nd and Final Phase - Inter-School/College Competitions: Eligibility: Only
those who are selected as 1st, 2nd, 3rd position holders and the deserving
Consolation candidates of the First Phase can participants in the 2°¢ and final phase.
Awards: 1st, 2nd, and 3rd Prizes to top performers. Consolation Prizes for deserving
candidates. Participation Certificates for all remaining participants.

4. Escort: Participants attending the 2" and Final Phase in the Ashrama premises (on
the day of Inter School competitions mentioned in the Programme Schedule 2026-27
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and NYD Prize Distribution Ceremony on 12 January 2027) must be escorted by
teachers or parents both ways. Tea, Snacks/Light refreshments will be provided to all
attendees during the 2" and Final Phase of competitions and on the day of the Prize
Distribution Ceremony12 Jan, 2027.

Sisters and Brothers of America,

It fills my heart with joy unspeakable to rise in response to the warm and cordial
welcome which you have given us. I thank you in the name of the most ancient order
of monks in the world; I thank you in the name of the mother of religions, and I
thank you in the name of millions and millions of Hindu people of all classes and
sects.

My thanks, also, to some of the speakers on this platform who, referring to the
delegates from the Orient, have told you that these men from far-off nations may
well claim the honor of bearing to different lands the idea of toleration. I am proud
to belong to a religion which has taught the world both tolerance and universal
acceptance. We believe not only in universal toleration, but we accept all religions as
true. I am proud to belong to a nation which has sheltered the persecuted and the
refugees of all religions and all nations of the earth. I am proud to tell you that we
have gathered in our bosom the purest remnant of the Israelites, who came to
Southern India and took refuge with us in the very year in which their holy temple
was shattered to pieces by Roman tyranny. I am proud to belong to the religion
which has sheltered and is still fostering the remnant of the grand Zoroastrian
nation. I will quote to you, brethren, a few lines from a hymn which I remember to
have repeated from my earliest boyhood, which is every day repeated by millions of
human beings: "As the different streams having their sources in different paths
which men take through different tendencies, various though they appear, crooked
or straight, all lead to Thee."

The present convention, which is one of the most august assemblies ever held, is in
itself a vindication, a declaration to the world of the wonderful doctrine preached in
the Gita. "Whosoever comes to Me, through whatsoever form, I reach him; all men
are struggling through paths which in the end lead to me." Sectarianism, bigotry, and
its horrible descendant, fanaticism, have long possessed this beautiful earth. They
have filled the earth with violence, drenched it often and often with human blood,
destroyed civilization and sent whole nations to despair. Had it not been for these
horrible demons, human society would be far more advanced than it is now. But
their time has come; and I fervently hope that the bell that tolled this morning in
honor of this convention may be the death-knell of all fanaticism, of all persecutions
with the sword or with the pen, and of all uncharitable feelings between persons
wending their way to the same goal.
